HORNETS MOVE ON TO 2ND 
ROUND OF GHSA PLAYOFFS! 

 
The Hiram Hornets made school history last 
Friday as they won their first ever state playoff 
football game.  The Hornets hosted the 
Chamblee Bulldogs and came away with a 28-20 
victory in front of a huge home crowd.

The Hornets, one of only 16 teams left in 
AAAA, will host Rockdale County in round two 
of the GHSA State Playoffs on Friday, 
November 20th at 7:30 p.m. 
 
This will be the second week in a row that the 
Hornets will be taking on a group of “Bulldogs.”    
The Rockdale County Bulldogs come in with an 
overall record of 8-3 (7-3 in region 8-AAAA).  
They lost three games in a row early in their 
season and since then have reeled off 7 straight 
wins.  Their three losses came to Salem (21-14),  

 
Heritage-Conyers (14-10) and Apalachee (20-
14).  They defeated a higher seeded Banneker in 
the first round of the playoffs by a convincing 
score of 41-18.  In that victory, the Bulldogs had 
51 rushes for 132 yards and 162 yards in passing.   
 
Rockdale did have three fumbles in the game but 
only lost one of them. 
 
According to the Georgia High School Football 
Historians Association, this is the first time 
Rockdale County has ever played a team from 
Paulding County.  The Bulldogs are averaging 
24 points per game while allowing only 15.  The 
Hornets are averaging 32 points per game and  
also allowing an average of 15.   Rockdale 
County was the #3 seed team out of Region 8-
AAAA, finishing behind Apalachee (11-0) and 
Clarke Central (9-2).  Both of those teams 
remain in the playoffs as well.  Hiram is the only 
team left in the playoffs out of region 7B-
AAAA. 
 
Both Rockdale and Hiram finished the 2008 
seasons with 5-5 records. 
 
The overall record of Rockdale’s opponents is 57 
wins and 57 loses.  The historical record of 
Rockdale County shows they have an overall 
won-loss record of 240-300-8 for a .445 winning 
percentage.  The school has won one region 
championship, which came in  the AAA 
classification in 1999.  Their overall road record 
is 108-150-2 for a winning percentage of .419.   
 
The winner of this game will move on to the 
quarterfinals of the GHSA playoffs and will play 
the winner of the Lakeside-Evans vs. Westside-
Macon game. 
 
Please note the ticket prices for the first and second 
round games of the GHSA playoffs go up to $8.00.  
Since the GHSA controls all state playoff games, 
the local PCSD Employee Athletic Pass will not be 
accepted.

Nine of 
his punts have landed inside the 20 yard line.

Henry was named the SEC Special Teams Player 
of the Week for his performance in the 27-3 win 
over the Commodores.  The winner of the Ray 
Guy Award will be announced live on ESPN on 
Thursday, December 10 during the Home Depot 
ESPNU College Football Awards show.
