High school football moves into week four.  Two 
of the five teams in Paulding County go into 
their games Friday night still undefeated.  Hiram 
High takes their 3-0 record into their 
homecoming battle with Northgate (Region 5A-
AAAA).  Hiram has scored 122 points in their 
first three games while giving up 40.  Northgate 
comes into the Hornets Nest with a 1-2 overall 
record.  They defeated Alexander and have lost 
to Dutchtown and Banneker.  The have scored 44 
points in three games and given up 82.  
Northgate was 6-5 last year and defeated Hiram 
by a score of 27-10. 
 
East Paulding High (2-0) will battle with 
McEachern (3-0) in a huge Region 5-AAAAA 
game.  In their first two games, the Raiders have 
scored 61 points and given up 22.  McEachern 
has scored 128 points while giving up 73 in their 
first three games.  The Indians defeated 
Woodstock, Brookwood and Etowah.  In last 
year’s game, East defeated McEachern 17-14.  
The Indians had a 5-5 overall record in 2008. 
 
North Paulding High (1-2) coming off an 
exciting win over Lakeview-Ft. Oglethorpe last 
week, will be traveling to Social Circle.  The 
Wolfpack has scored 81 points in three games 
while allowing 110.  Social Circle is 1-2 on the 
season having defeated Monticello and lost to 
Elbert County and Washington-Wilkes.  They 
have scored 56 points and allowed 70.  In 2008, 
Social Circle defeated North Paulding 59-21. 
 
South Paulding High (2-1) is coming off their 
first loss of the week, a 35-14 defeat at the hands 
of Dalton.  The Spartans will look to rebound in 
their homecoming game with Ringold (Region 
6A-AAA).  South has scored 67 points in three 
games while allowing 56.  Ringold is 1-0 on the 
season with a win over Adairsville by a score of 
13-7.  The Spartans defeated Ringold last year by 
a score of 26-21. 
 
The Patriots of Paulding County High take 
their 0-3 record to Haralson County (Region 6B-
AAA).  The Patriots have scored 49 points while 
giving up 95 in the first three games.  Haralson 
County is off to a 0-3 start.  They have given up 
138 points in three games.  Paulding defeated 
Haralson 34-12 in 2008. 
 

STATE FOOTBALL RECORDS  
Buford's 49-game winning streak in the 
regular season, which was ended last week 
at Lovett, was the fourth-longest in state 
history, according to research from the 
Georgia High School Football Historians 
Association. 
  
There have been 14 schools to win 40 
straight in the regular season. First is 
Camden County and its state-record 58-
game streak. 
  
One team from the Georgia Independent 
School Association, Flint River Academy, 
had a 45-game winning streak ended in 
2007. 
  
Lowndes now has the longest regular-
season winning streak at 22.
